• The block centers are 5” square.  If you would like to do an embroidered design or fussy cut 

fabric, please do it before class and have it trimmed to 5” square (note center blocks are on 

point). 

 

• Cut the following: 

o From fabric A 

▪ (3) 1 ¾” strips cut selvage to selvage for front sashing 

▪ (3) 1 1/8” strips cut selvage to selvage for back sashing 

▪ (3) 2 ½” strips cut selvage to selvage for binding 

▪ (4) 5” squares for block centers 

o From fabric B 

▪ (8) 9” squares for block corners and backs 

o From fabric C 

▪ (3) 3” strips cut selvage to selvage for front borders 

▪ (3) 3 ½” strips cut selvage to selvage for back borders 
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
